Overview:
The first part of this unit addressed a major turning point in the transition to modern Europe:  namely, the changing of the political power structure that occurred during the late-17th and early-18th centuries.  At this time, the countries that succeeded in establishing a strong, central political authority (England, France, Prussia, Austria, and Russia) became the dominant powers in Europe and would remain so until World War I.  The unifying central authority might be an absolute monarch, a representative body (as in England), or a powerful institution (such as the army in Prussia).  Those that suffered from internal political division and had weak, one-dimensional economies either fell from power or were at the mercy of those that were able to centralize (e.g., Poland).

Next, we looked at the Old Regime.  This is the name given to the political, economic, and social institutions that prevailed in Europe prior to the French Revolution (and, to a certain degree, the Industrial Revolution).  Under the Old Regime, political rights and social status were based on the class that one belonged to.  The aristocracy or nobility held most of those rights and privileges, while the peasantry, a majority of the population, had few rights (especially in Eastern Europe where serfdom prevailed).  Politically, the Old Regime meant absolute monarchies, assemblies or diets dominated by the nobility, and large bureaucracies staffed primarily by aristocrats.  Economically, mercantilist economies prevailed in the west and agrarian economies dominated the east.  The household (Family Economy) was the major unit of production and consumption.  Socially, the Old Regime was hierarchical and traditional.  It included a governing aristocratic elite, an urban middle class, and a labor force divided into guilds and a rural peasantry living at the edge of poverty.  However, because of the commercial revolution (i.e., trade, manufacturing, etc.) and the beginning of the industrial revolution, the growing middle class began to demand political power and social status.  The new belief that all men had basic, inalienable rights was critical to the demands of the middle class.
