Overview:

In the first part of this unit, we looked at the Industrial Revolution, the innovations that mark this period, and the impact it had on society, both negative and positive.  The labor force, the structure of the family, and the role of women and children changed dramatically as society become more industrialized.  This led to a variety of intellectual responses to industrialization, e.g., classical economics, socialism and Marxism.  

The second part of this unit focused on Conservatism, Liberalism, and Nationalism.  After the defeat of Napoleon and the Congress of Vienna, both Western and Eastern European governments attempted to suppress the forces of liberalism and nationalism.  In addition, the Quadruple Alliance attempted to maintain a conservative international order.  Except for nationalistic revolutions in Greece, Serbia, and Latin America, the major European powers were successful.  During the late-1820s and 1830s, however, the political pendulum swung back to the left.  Russia suppressed political and nationalistic discontent, France experienced a revolution, and Great Britain accommodated the most vocal political reformists. Ultimately, the combination of nationalistic tension, the demands of the middle class, and the poor condition of the lower class led to the Revolutions of 1848.
