III.   The Conservative International Order

*From 1815 to 1820, all of the major powers of Europe fought the forces of liberalism and nationalism domestically (that is, within their respective borders).

*Internationally, the Quadruple Alliance also attempted to stop the spread of nationalism and liberalism.  Except for a few nationalistic revolutions in eastern Europe, the alliance was successful.

A. Concert of Europe:  the major powers agreed to consult with each other to resolve foreign policy issues

1. Goals

a. maintain a balance of power

b. maintain peace

2. Congress System:  new system of mutual cooperation and consultation to resolve international problems

a. Congress of Aix-la-Chapelle (1818)

1) removed troops from France

2) readmitted France to good standing

3) did not agree that one of the goals of the Quadruple Alliance should be to uphold the borders of existing governments

b. Congress of Troppau (1820)

1) met because of revolutions in Spain, Italy, and Greece

2) Protocol of Troppau:  asserted that stable governments might intervene to restore order in countries experiencing revolution

c. Congress of Laibach (1821)

1) authorized the sending of Austrian troops to Naples to restore order

d. Congress of Verona (1822)

1) primary purpose was to resolve the situation in Spain

2) to that end, Austria, Prussia, and Russia agreed to support French intervention in Spain

3) Britain withdrew from continental affairs

*In all of these interventions, the goal was to maintain peace, not conquer territory!

3. Greek Revolution of 1821

a. against the Ottoman Empire

b. Britain, France, and Russia supported Greek independence

4. Serbian Independence

a. in 1830, the Ottoman sultan formally granted independence to Serbia

B. The Wars of Independence in Latin America:  The French Revolution and Napoleonic Era sparked movements for independence from European domination.  By 1824, three centuries of Iberian colonial government over the South American continent came to an end.
